Final Instructions                                          PLEASE READ CAREFULLY
The meeting will be governed by the General Competition Rules, Standing Supplementary Regulations of the MSA, incorporating the provisions of the FIA, these FI’s and any written instructions the promoting club may issue for the event.

A schedule of time and instructions are laid out below detailing pre-race and competing procedures for a sprint meeting at Croft and should a driver/entrant fail to comply with the requirements of the Final Instructions he/she may be subject to a penalty, which may include exclusion from the meeting.

All vehicles will comply with the 2008 MSA noise levels and will be tested prior to Practice. Competitors will be given an opportunity to repair systems over the limit but will not be allowed to compete unless a permanent solution can be proved. Note 2008 levels : racing and sports libre cars will be permitted a maximum of 110db @ .5m but must measure less than 101db on drive by. All other vehicles have a maximum of 108 db @ .5m.

Passes

There will be 5 personnel and 1 tow car pass for this event. Only vehicles, apart from the competition vehicle, carrying the Paddock car pass will be admitted to the Paddock area. All other vehicles must be parked outside the Paddock area.

Garages

The garages will be in use at this event and have been allocated to Competitors numbered 2 through to 24 inclusive. Competitors located in the garages must be present for Scrutineering between 8.30 am and 9 am. Failure to be in attendance will result in the vehicle having to be taken to the Scrutineering bay.
Paddock Arrangements

Each competitor will have a specific parking area, indicated by their Competition Number. There will be sufficient space for a car, trailer and the competing vehicle. All other vehicles must be parked as directed by Security Staff. Access to the Paddock will be available from 2pm Sunday. Please be aware that racing engines must not be run until Monday 9.15 am although production based vehicles may be fired up in order to assist unloading and taking to the Scrutineering Bay. There must be no running around in competition vehicles on Sunday on any part of the Circuit. Failure to comply with this instruction could result in the offender being excluded from the meeting.

Signing On

Drivers must sign on in the Administration Office adjacent to Race Control prior to Scrutineering and Practice. Signing On times on the enclosed time-table should be strictly observed likewise scrutineering times. The Scrutineers will not inspect the car of any driver who has not signed on. At signing on drivers must produce : A) Drivers and Entrants MSA competition licence. B) Drivers medical certificate (if not incorporated with the licence). C) Valid Club Membership card or Championship Registration.

Drivers are reminded that licence upgrade forms must bear a photograph of and be signed by, the driver before presentation to officials at signing on.

Scrutineering

Excepting those in Garages, vehicles will be scrutineered in the Scrutineering Bay between 8am and 10am in class order with priority being given to competitors in their running order. The competitor or their representative must be present with the vehicle along with the signing on slip, overalls and helmet. 

Competition Numbers

Your number is shown on the enclosed entry list. The responsibility of numbering vehicles rests solely on the competitor. A limited supply of numbers will be available at Signing On.

Programme

The formation of the runs will be specified in the programme unless circumstances dictate otherwise. Any alterations will be posted in the Administration Office on the day. However, the organisers reserve the right to amend or amalgamate classes at their discretion. The Clerk of the Courses’ decision is final.

Shared Cars

The onus is on the Competitor to ensure that the turn-round of shared vehicles is carried out as quickly as possible. It is suggested that the second driver accompany the first driver to the end of the Pit Lane and wait there for the vehicle to complete its run. Instead of returning to the Paddock, the vehicle may be driven to the Assembly area and the transfer take place there. Competitors may decide which one of them is to go first. The numbering does not relate to this.
Red Flag Procedures

Only the Red Flag will be in use. If it is displayed, competitors must immediately cease driving at racing speeds and proceed slowly, without overtaking and with maximum caution, to the Start Line for a re-run, obeying marshals instructions and being prepared to stop if the track is blocked.

Practice Sessions

There will be an opportunity for two practices. Competitors will join the circuit from the end of the Pit Lane having entered the Pit Lane adjacent to Garage 1, turned right and travelled the 'wrong way' down the Pit Lane. At the end of each run, Competitors will pass the finish line indicated by a chequered flag board, travel slowly around The Hairpin and pass back into the Pit Lane. Cars will be directed behind the garages to return to their Paddock position.

Practice Times

These will be recorded for vehicles that practice in accordance with the timetable displayed in the Administration Office. Competitors are warned that anyone reported illegally practising in any part of the Paddock may be excluded from the meeting. No- one under the age of 16 is allowed in the Pit Lane. There must be absolutely no smoking in the Pit Lane. The Pit Wall adjacent to the Start Line and from the Start Line is a prohibited area for all but Officials.

Start Procedures 

Competitors will line up on the Race Circuit prior to the Start Line. Practice starts to warm tyres may only occur between the assembly point and the Start Line. Competitors will be moved up to the starting position and will be given a red light followed by a green light. The green light indicates that the Timekeeper is ready and the Competitor may leave the line in their own time. Should a Competitor stall they will not be given a restart if the rear wheel(s) have crossed the start line.

Corner Cutting

Any competitor reported for persistently corner cutting will have their time disallowed.

Withdrawing from the Event

Should any competitor find, at any time, that they are withdrawing from the event, would they please advise Race Administration personnel as soon as possible. 

Waste Disposal

Competitors, Marshals or any Official bringing Transporters, Motor Homes or Caravans to the site are notified that no waste, water, oil or effluent of any description can be deposited anywhere. At some meetings waste oil containers and/or effluent tanks may be provided and used. There could be a charge for this service. Anyone breaking these regulations will be prosecuted and asked to leave the site by the Circuit Owners. The regulations and requirements are laid down by the Local Authority/ Agencies to which the Circuit must adhere.

Judges of Fact

There will be Judges to determine false starts (I.37) and finishes (I.42), MSA Timekeepers, Eligibility Scrutineers, Technical Commissioners, Noise Inspectors, Observers and Flag Marshals to determine compliance with Flag Signals.

Circuit Rules

There is a speed limit of 10mph on access paddock roads and paddock areas. No racing engines may be run before 9.15 am on Easter Monday or after 18.00. Paddock bikes, scooters etc are not allowed to run between 19.00 and 8.00. Generators should not be run between 23.00 and 6.00.

Please note that the minimum age for riding paddock bikes etc. Is 16 years.

Time table

Signing On & Scrutineering will commence at 8.00 am.
Competitors should sign on as follows:  8 – 8.15 Class 4, Porsche, 8.15 – 8.30 Class 5, 3, 8.30 – 8.45 Westfield, Morgan, TVR, 8.45 – 9, Class 2, 1.

Competitors will have the opportunity to walk (or bicycle) the course up to 9.15am.

Practice will commence at 9.30am with Timed Runs following on. Due to Planning requirements, there will be a 1 hour Lunch-break at a convenient point between 12 noon and 1.30pm.

There will be two practices followed by two timed runs. The Top Twelve run off will then occur with, subject to time available, a third timed run.

The running order for timed runs will be as follows: 5F, 5E, 5D, 5C, 5B, 4B, 4A, , Porsche classes, 3D, 3B, 3A, Westfield classes, Morgans, TVRs,2C, 2B, 2A, 1C, 1B, 1A, (cars have, in the main, been numbered accordingly). For practice purposes, and third timed runs, Class 5 will run after the Porsches.

Awards will be presented at Race Control at the end of the event. As these are glass, award winners must collect them or arrange for a representative to be present.
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
